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the appropriate category that permits the designated land-use by the relevant authority. The site
is thus the only and hence the preferred alternative for siting the Project.

The ownership of the plot lies with the M/s UD Constructions Solution (Pvt.) Ltd. Since the
proponent is the rightful owner of the site/plot, there is no dispute with regard to siting of the
project. To validate their claims on the site and on its being the only and hence the preferred
alternative for establishment of the project, the proponent has obtained SBCA and CAA
approvals and No Objection Certificate (NOC) and other land approvals from relevant
authority, and has also applied to obtain NOCs from utility agencies.

The site is free from any encumbrances and therefore would least likely to cause displacement
of population, loss of business and annoyance to the living environment, or disturb the peace
and tranquility of its surroundings.

The macroenvironment has no sensitive areas such as protected sites including wildlife
sanctuaries, game reserves or national parks, or any archaeological, historical or cultural
heritage in its immediate neighborhood; as such its siting would have no sensitivity in this
regard. No significant flora and fauna will be disturbed, as the site is located in the
commercialized area, where no flora and fauna of ecological significance exist.

The proposed project is a self-contained building having its own back-up power generation,
water supply supplemented by hyper filtration system and sewage treatment, grey water
recycling and disposal system in addition to provision of parking space. The relevant
authorities have already received the due amount for provision of utility services and
development of the area. They are expected to plan and implement augmentation of the
facilities in advance; otherwise plan for densification would, instead of facilitating improvement
in quality of life, be a burden on the environment.

The Project would thus achieve its objective of providing a secure and safe building at an
attractive location with regards to upcoming development activities. This being a positive
impact would be an indicator of achievement of the objectives of the Project.

6.2 Assessment of Impacts at the Construction and Operation
stages of the Project

6.2.1 Demolition of Structure(s)

The site is an open land with no significant permanent structure at the site. No demolition will

therefore be required.

6.2.2 Building Stability

The proposed building is an RCC framed structure. The different stages of construction
including placement of foundation will have to be laid taking due consideration of the sub-soil
structure, seismicity and liquefaction effects.

The sequence of construction should be as follows:
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
